
1. Start with a circle to act as the globe’s outline, this will also act as our guide.
2. Draw and ellipse and align the circle and the elipse at the top, as in example 2.
3. Copy the ellipse, move it down, and increase it’s size to fill the width of the outline
 When Scaling the Elipse hold down ALT (to stretch from the Center) and SHIFT (to contrain the proportions)
 It is important for the illusion that all the ellipses are the same proportions.
4. Repeat Step 3 until the circle fill half of the original circle
5. Using the Scissors tool Single Click on the left & right side of the ellipses to cut them (except the top most ellipse) 
6. Select the top halves (coloured pink for identification) with the Selection tool and delete them, or alter their colour 
 to create a transparent look.

7.   By aligning and arranging a series of ellipses that have the same hieght and 
are never wider than the original circle one can easilly create the lateral lines for 
a globe. The align palette makes short work of this.

8. Add the two shapes together and colour and embellish as needed!
